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Abstract

The objectives of this studies were 1) to study the competitive advantage of business
corporate in Bangkok and perimeter. 2) To compare the competitive advantage by classified to
the opinions of personal characteristics factors. And 3) to studies factor influence affecting
competitive advantage of business corporate in Bangkok and perimeter.

The sample group were labers and manager levels of corporate in Bangkok and perimeter
which was 400. By using questionnaires as a tool for data collection. The statistical for analyzed
including Frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The hypothesis was tested by t-
test, One-Way ANOVA and when a statistically significant difference was found at 0.05
consequently pairs test by Scheffé method.

The research results were found that, the opinion of sample group to the competitive
advantage level in the whole at high level. When considered each in terms it was found that,
culture there was the highest mean at the high level. Followed by quality there was mean at a
high level. And the last one was innovation, marketing ability, respectively. For the results of
comparing the opinions of employees affecting the competitive advantage of business corporate
in Bangkok and perimeter were found that education, organization, establishment, manpower,
and registered capital in the whole, different affecting the competitive advantage of business

corporate in Bangkok and perimeter. The difference was statistically significant at the 0.05 level.
